Minutes

January 10, 2012

Board Members Present:  President John Dauernheim, Janet Hirsch, Marilyn Meyer, John Johnston, Phil Overy and Ray Lauer

Excused Absence:  Kevin Seelbach

President Dauernheim called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  There were 8 LTPOA property owners present and the meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Minutes – Meeting of December 13, 2011:  Since the minutes had already been published in the Newsletter, a motion was made by Phil, seconded by Marilyn to approve those minutes and waive the reading.  MOTION PASSED.

Treasurer’s Report:  Marilyn reported there was a cash inflow of $1754.04, representing assessments from 2011-12 of $1,681.60, money paid by TGB amounting to $15.53 and Interest in the amount of $56.91.  Payments were made in the amount of $4,982.99 for a variety of items, the largest being $1,775.00 as a deposit for the new windows in the sales office, $1,343.91 for repairs to the Bobcat and the final bill paid to Sentry Security in the amount of $210.00.  Other items included payment to the U.S. Postal Service, Newsletter publication, and several sundry matters.

The checking account balance is $327,894.76.  Phil made a motion to accept the report, seconded by Janet.  MOTION PASSED.

Marilyn then submitted information on bills for various issues that require payment totaling $1,997.25.  Some of the items included the purchase of salt, payment of the sewer bill, and several other minor items.  Ray made a motion to approve payment, seconded by Phil.  MOTION PASSED.

Gate:  Rich Hirsch reported there have been no problems reported.

Security:  Phil reported on two issues.  On December 15, 2011 a pontoon boat broke from its mooring.  It was captured and returned to the owner.  Then on December 24, 2011 he was notified that someone was discharging a rifle on the North side.  He investigated but was unable to determine the responsible party.

Building:  John Johnston said he had received an inquiry from a realtor regarding a dock issue at the home that is for sale at 6431 South Lakeshore.  The realtor said he has a prospective purchaser who posed the question.  John will respond to this matter.

Also, Wayne Brukardt (N11/N12) was in attendance and presented plans and drawings for a seawall.  After consideration, John suggested acceptance of the plans.  Marilyn then made a motion to that effect, seconded by Ray.  MOTION PASSED.

Also, the plow is ready for use and the salt spreader has been placed on our truck.  The Maintenance Yard has been cleaned.
LTIA Representative:  Julie Johnson reported on two upcoming events, Mardi gras party on February 18 and Trivia Night on March 31.  She also made a plea for property owners to consider joining the LTIA.  There are currently only 34 owners signed up.

Finance:  Janet reported that Marilyn currently has online access to the LTPOA checking account, but Eagle Bank is changing their online banking system and requires LTPOA to pass four resolutions and sign agreements for Marilyn’s continued use of online banking.  The resolutions are:

~ Authorize Ray Lauer, as secretary, to sign the documents.  Janet made this motion, seconded by Marilyn.  MOTION PASSED.

~ An administrator to be appointed to be responsible for setting up online users, establishing user IDs and passwords, and providing technical support to users.  Janet made this motion, seconded by Ray.  MOTION PASSED.

~ These resolutions to remain in effect until three days after Eagle Bank receives written notice of any changes.  Janet made this motion, seconded by Marilyn.  MOTION PASSED.

~ These resolutions are not to interfere with subsequent changes to the account’s authority.  Future change of administrator will be effective for the issuance of user IDs and passwords. Janet made this motion, seconded by Marilyn.  MOTION PASSED.

~ Additionally, for the record, there will be two board members authorized to sign checks on the LTPOA Eagle Bank account, Marilyn Meyer and Janet Hirsch.

Web Site:  Janet advised the deadline for submission of articles/material for the next Newsletter is February 20, 2012.

Parents Club and Garden Club:  No representatives present.

Sewer Board:  Janet reported the wastewater treatment plant is very close to being finished.  The manufacturer, supplier and engineers are scheduled to be here on Thursday (January 13, 2012) for the official startup of the treatment plant.  

Should any property owner have anything other than finish grading/seeding and straw, get your documentation to Mike Larensen for inclusion on the “punch list” he is compiling. Also, Janet reported that Rich Hirsch and John Hindrichs have been digging at the sewer office and the Community House to expose the water lines for the connections to be made.  Rick Kardell will be making the connections soon.  In addition to a bathroom in the office, the District plans to install an outdoor hose bib for use in watering the plants around the office and at the flagpole.  

The LTIA was given $200.00 from the Sewer District for access to the water.

Water Testing and Dam Report:  No information

New Business:  President Dauernheim reported he was approached by the property owner of F/5 who inquired if the Board would remove a tree on his property.  After discussion, this matter was tabled and John Johnston will review the situation.

There being no further business, a motion was made by Janet, seconded by Ray, to adjourn the meeting.  The time was 7:37 p.m.
