LTPOA Minutes February 9, 2016

     Marilyn Meyer asked Mike Steeno if he would renew the agreement between the LTPOA and Lake Tishomingo Forest.  

New Business

     President Blaha reported that there is a clogged culvert pipe on the north side and water is running over the road and it is eroding on the lakeside.  Steve stated that he looked at the pipe and it is open under the road, but clogged up on the other side.  Steve reported that he had John Mooney looked at it and the worse scenario would be to buy a new piece of pipe and add onto the existing pipe and unearth the clog.  This would cost $1,475 and placing 15 tons of riprap would be an additional $540.  Steve stated that if there is an existing culvert pipe under the road that just needs to be reattached, then the cost would be $1,350.  Ken made a motion to repair the culvert and it was seconded by Roy.  MOTION PASSED.
     President Blaha reported that he is contacting Jefferson County to report Jim Goodrum, lots G27, G28, H14 and H15, because he has not completed any of the many projects he has started on these lots.
     Resident Denny Schaab, lots H3-H5, reported that he would like to build a sunroom on the south side of his house.  In order to build the addition he would need permission to move a path 50 feet.  He stated that he has never seen anyone use the path in the 30 years they have owned the property.  He reported that he would be responsible for all costs associated with the path relocation.  Mr. Schaab also reported that he obtained permission from all five owners of the 19 lots that could be affected by moving the path and all indicated their agreement in writing with the path being moved.  President Blaha explained that in the past all requests have been denied and as a result we could not honor Mr. Schaab’s request.  Mr. Schaab stated that in the past, one request to move a path had been honored.  The LTPOA Board reported that they have never heard of an approval to move a path.  In the past, Jefferson County has never approved a building permit over common ground in Lake Tishomingo.


     With no new business to discuss, Ken made a motion to adjourn and it was seconded by Marilyn.  The meeting adjourned at 7:40.
